9. 1 will demand a sports environment for my player that is free from drugs, tobacco, and alcohol and I will refrain from
their use during all events.

I also agree that if | fail to abide by the aforementioned rules and guidelines, I will be subject to disciplinary action that
could include, but is not limited to the following:

o Verbal warning by official, head coach, and/or head of league organization

o Written warning

o Coach game suspension with written documentation of incident kept on file by organizations involved
o Game forfeit through the official or coach
